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Point Evidence Explanation

It is essential that when you have
gathered relevant points to answer
your SATS Shakespeare question,
that you support all that you say with
examples and carefully chosen
quotations from the extract. You must
provide proof that what you are
saying is supported!
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how they do this:

Beatrice is upset for Hero and wants revenge...

In extract one, Beatrice is distraught about the
accusations made about her cousin Hero, "...| will weep a
while longer...l do it freely." She is both upset and angry
that her cousin has been "wronged”. In her agitated state
she expresses her upset openly to Benedick. She goes on
to say that she wishes she had a man, (friend) who could
help her to save Hero's reputation, "How much might the
man deserve of me that would right her!" In this ‘wish’ she
is baiting Benedick and hoping that he will be persuaded
to be that 'deserving man'. She wants him to take out the
revenge on Claudio for her, as he is aman.
